
 

 

LIBBY COMMUNITY TENNIS COURTS  
 

U Serve Libby, Inc., a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization, saw the need for community tennis courts in 
2001. Since that time, we have worked with the city, county and school district while writing grants 
and fundraising to achieve this goal. Building six tennis courts in a safe, convenient location will pro-
vide the community, especially children, with the opportunity for exercise and social interaction in 
this lifetime sport. 

 The site was offered on a long-term lease by the City of Libby. The city and county crews did the base 
work. Local companies were contracted, or in some cases donated their services, to do the surveying, 
excavating, paving, fencing and court surfacing. A stairway to the viewing plaza and retaining walls 
were constructed using landscape professionals as well as volunteers from the Rotary Club and U 
Serve Libby. There will be ADA access to the courts and viewing areas which will allow these courts to 
be inclusive, whether for players or spectators.  

Three of the courts were surfaced in October 2009 and the remaining three will be surfaced as soon as 
funds are available. When construction is complete, these six courts will provide the opportunity for 
the people of the greater Libby area to learn and play tennis from a very young age and continue 
through their teen years and beyond.
